Treasurer’s Report

Committee Reports

Program


The Program Committee did not meet in December.  They are all set for the Program Meeting on January 18, 2007.  They have changed the title of the February 2007 Program Meeting and it has been submitted to HRCI for approval.  Kim Perron will get information to Paul Wilson to update the website.

Marketing and Public Relations


Sue Covino saw the email regarding the membership drive and added it to the website.  It doesn’t seem to be working having the program notices sent by the website, so they will continue to send them through Rosamond Cain.  The committee feels the website is stale and wants to do some new things with it.  The Board authorized Paul to inform the committee they can make necessary changes without running them through the board first, unless there is a significant cost involved.  The committee is looking for a member who is also a member of the Manchester Chamber of Commerce so that they can post our Program Meetings on their calendar.
Membership


The committee is on target for their member drive.  Member recognition name tags will be handed out at the January Program Meeting during registration.  The movie tickets given to the membership were a huge success.  The committee received the postcards from Paul Wilson and plan to do some mass mailings in the near future.
Finance

Old/Ongoing Business

Chapter Achievement Plan   Deb Laushine is just about ready to submit the Plan to SHRM, due January 31, 2007.  We, once again, have enough points for the Superior Merit Award for 2006.

Student Chapter   Maria Manus Painchaud met with the Board to discuss starting a student chapter at Southern NH University.  All student chapters must be affiliated with a local chapter of SHRM.  The only obligation of the chapter is to sign a SHRM form approving the affiliation.  There is no financial obligation to the student chapter.  The student chapter may ask members of our organization to speak at their meetings and we would also need to be present at their induction ceremony.  Supporting a student chapter would give us points on the Chapter Achievement Plan.  The student chapter would need an advisor who is a SHRM member and a local chapter member – Maria would assume this role as she is presently a member of both.  Paul will put the student chapter information on our website once it has been approved by SHRM.  Upon motion duly made by Deb Laushine (for HRA-GC to establish a student chapter affiliation through Southern NH University) and seconded by Sandy Wescott, the motion was accepted and approved.
CCTV Filming   Jen Iacopino gave the Presenter Waiver to Doug Chamberlain to review for the Board and he determined that it was fine for use when filming our program meetings.  She also asked him if just the presenters have to sign the waiver form or does any person asking a question of the presenters also have to sign the waiver?  He responded that just the presenters would have to sign the waiver, yet to be safe, we could include a notation on the website where people register for the program informing them the program would be taped and by registering, they waive any privacy, publicity, intellectual property or other rights they may have in connection with the program and their attendance at the program.

D&O Insurance   Kim Perron checked with MAHRA and they have had the coverage for several years and just look at it as the cost of doing business.  The SHRM policy was a better deal than the other plan Kim looked into (only one other insurance agency would underwrite this type of coverage for us).  She is planning to speak with Nick Drinker to see what he has found for the Granite State Conference Board members.
